Historians of ancient Greek and Roman history often inadvertently refer to
their areas of competence and concern as ancient history, as if no other areas
(Egyptian, Mesopotamian, Hebrew, Persian, Indian, etc.) had a legitimate claim to
the terms «ancient history» or «ancient civilization». Civilization Before Greece and
Rome is not, strictly speaking, a history book, but it is a formidable introduction to
the civilizations of Egypt, Mesopotamia, Crete, Syria, Anatolia, Iran, and the Indus
Valley, and to a lesser extent to the Israelites whose history has been amply covered
by others. It is obvious that recent archaeological discoveries over the last two
hundred years have uncovered much that has been indispensable for a fuller
understanding of four great empires of the world of the Mediterranean: the
Assyrian, the Persian, the Greek and the Roman, and this book capitalizes on those
discoveries.
