Porhyry’s Letter to his wife Marcella: Concerning the life of Philosofy and
the ascent to the Gods, trans. by A. Zimmern with an introduction by D. R.
Filader Grand Rapids, MI: Phanes Press, 1986, 59 pages, paper $ 4.95.

Phanes Press (PO Box 6114, Grand Rapids, MI 49506) is to be highly
commended for undertaking the publication of such important cources as
the present one which ironically was out of print for nearly a hundred years.

In this Letter to his wife Marcella Porphyry (c. 233-305 A.D.) the fas-
cinating disciple of Plotinus and hearer of Origen, explains in a personal
and moving way, why in his 70s he chose to marry Marcella, a widow of a
close friend who had seven children, consoles her and reminds her not to
neglect the life of philosophy, conceived of here as the care of the soul in
her re-ascent to the One. Porphyry writes of how God is best honoured and
of the divine principles which must be upheld by the philosopher in daily
life. He notes that o two things can be more entirely opposed to one ano-
ther than a life of pleasure and ease, and the ascent to the gods». In this Let-
ter Porphyry describes the preparatory stages of that ascent, and how the
ascent is accomplished.
